Directions:

1) Fold an 8 42 x 13 paper in half (hamburger style)

2) Along the fold, measure 5 cm in from either side

3) Cut in between the 5 cm markings, removing a sliver of the fold and
creating a slit in the middle of the original paper

4) Repeat steps 1-2 for several more pieces

5) On the pieces from step 4, cut slits up to the 5 cm markings creating two
slits (one on top and one on the bottom)

6) Roll the paper with the two slits and slide it through the paper with the
slit in the middle

7) Unroll the two slit paper when the middles meet
